EFFECTIVE: 1st July 2017 – 30th June.2018 All members are required to pay an annual registration fee to our governing 
body, Swimming Victoria. (This includes insurance). All swimmers, coaches, committee members and officials must re- 
register each year in order to have current membership coverage so as not to be at risk. Unregistered swimmers are not 
permitted to compete in any sanctioned SVI meet. Swimmers can register as a competitive swimmer or a recreational 
swimmer.

 Family with 2 swimming members: 4 Sessions full price ($11 a session); based on highest session count in the term,  

 all extra sessions half price ($5.50 a session)  

 

 Family with 3 swimming members: 1st Session full price ($11 a session), based on highest session count in the term,  

 all extra sessions half price ($5.50 a session)  

 

 Family with 4 swimming members: 1st Session full price ($11 a session), based on highest session count in the term, all
